Scope of works

The Buncefield Aviation Storage facility was the fifth largest oil-products storage depot in the
UK, with a capacity of approximately 60,000,000 gallons of fuel which equated to around 8% of
UK oil storage capacity.

Enerveo's involvement included the installation of the site wide HV network and transformers
(3.3kV & 11kV) and all the associated pumping terminal and control facilities.

The design was completed by BPA with Enerveo assisting with the site run design for the
containment systems and the selection of field junction boxes.

Collaborative working ensured all parties were focused on achieving the project objectives,
with Enerveo working closely with the BPA engineering and commissioning team to ensure
system completion was achieved for first fuel and all subsequent milestones.
